Å Production 

ï Production value of the sport sector is 14 billion euro

ï Total added value of sport is 7.5 billion euro

Å Top 3 expenses

ï 54% Consumer expenses for commercial activities in sport

ï 26% Government and government related expenses especially facilities 

and education 

ï 20% Consumer expenses for participation in sport clubs and federations

Å Employment

ï Total employment in sport 0.2 million FTE ( 30% indirect)

ï 200% Increase of professionals educated for the sport sector in 10 years

ï 1.6 Million volunteers working in sport



Health and well being

Å Health
ï Overweight is 45% and with obesities 11% of the Dutch population

Å Relation between sport and health
ï Positive

Å Higher productivity and  less absence at work ( in 4 years ï20 days) 

Å Decrease of over weight and obesities

Å Increase of mental fitness and cognitive performance

ï Negative
Å direct and indirect cost of sport injuries

Studies show that positive effects are far bigger then negative effects

ï Tailor-made sport programs for companies

ï Monitoring of movement / sport

ïSocial groups from other cultures have a lower participation rate
